MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING

June 19, 2009

The board of directors of SCKSEC met in regular session on Friday, June 19, 2009, at 8:00a.m. via conference call.

Board members present were: Joe Hunter, Kent Swartz, Dave Brass, Jon Wollen, Keith McNickle, Bruce Stanford, Mike Lamb, Kim Stivers, and Ruth McFarland.

District Administrators present were: Jerry Cullen, Mike Baldwin, Mary Jo Taylor, and James Kenworthy.

SCKSEC administrative personnel present were: Lynn Ahrens, Ryan Cunningham, and Aleta Gatz.

President Kent Swartz called the meeting to order at 8:15 a.m.

1. AGENDA ADOPTION/AMENDMENT – Mike Lamb moved and Joe Hunter seconded the motion to adopt the amended agenda.  The motion carried 9-0.

2. RECOGNITION OF GUESTS – None.

3. APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA ITEMS – Ruth McFarland moved and Keith McNickle seconded the motion to approve the consent agenda items with additions, the financial report, payment of bills, and resignations.   The motion carried 9-0. 

4.  SPECIAL EDUCATION UPDATE – Dr. Ahrens asked the board to approve extra pay for Cindy Houtwed for one day of preschool screening.  She also asked that the board approve the opening of bids for the 1990 Thomas Bus.  The remaining discussion of vehicles was tabled.  Dr. Ahrens advised the board of the KPERS situation and indicated that the retired persons KPERS would be paid with extra state Medicaid funds collected.  Dr. Ahrens asked for approval of extended year, administrative staff, contractual services, audiologist, nurse, administration and technical coordinator, OT, PT, COTA, PTA, and behavior program director contracts.  She also asked for approval of Jim Forsyth as SCKSEC lawyer for next year.  Dr. Ahrens discussed changing Peggy Stucky to coordinator for the Preschools.  She would be taken off the teacher list and given an 11 month contract.  Dr. Ahrens covered the filled and unfilled positions at SCKSEC.  Dr. Ahrens reported that the State of Kansas has met levels of determination set by OSEP.  She asked that all districts notify SCKSEC of any board member changes.  Dr. Ahrens reported that the district assessments will not increase for next school year.

5.  EXECUTIVE SESSION –Ruth McFarland moved and Joe Hunter seconded the motion to go into executive session at 8:20a.m. for the purpose of discussing non-elected personnel and negotiations in order to protect the privacy of interests of the individuals to be discussed and the board would return into open session in the same room at 8:25a.m.  The motion carried 9-0.  Dave Brass moved and Kim Stivers seconded the motion to return into open session.  The motion carried 9-0.

6.  APPROVAL PERSONNEL AND BUSINESS ITEMS – Mike Lamb moved and Keith McNickle seconded the motion to approve the payment of Cindy Houtwed for the extra day she worked during spring break.  The motion carried 9-0. Joe Hunter moved and Mike Lamb seconded the motion to approve payment to KPERS for retired personnel from the state Medicaid funds that have been received.  The motion carried 9-0. Dave Brass moved and Mike Lamb seconded the motion to approve the following contracts:  ESY staff, administrative staff, audiologist, nurse, administration and technical coordinator, OT, PT, COTA, PTA, and Behavior Program Director.  The motion carried 9-0. Joe Hunter moved and Keith McNickle seconded the motion to approve the contract with KASB for Legal Assistance and membership with KASB. The motion carried 9-0. Dr. Ahrens received approval to stamp Kent Swartz signature on the contract.  Jon Wollen moved and Keith McNickle seconded the motion to approve Jim Forsyth as the lawyer for SCKSEC for the next school year.  The motion carried 9-0.  Jon Wollen moved and Dave Brass seconded the motion to approve the coordinator contract for Peggy Stucky for 11 months at the pay of $61,000 + benefits.  The motion carried 9-0.  Joe Hunter moved and Mike Lamb seconded the motion to approve contracts for:  Jenny Plantz, Jenna Polok, Brooke Hollon, Heather Cline, Penny Wood and Lori Anchutz.  The motion carried 9-0.  Mike Lamb moved and Kim Stivers seconded the motion to accept bids for the 1990 Thomas Bus and sell to the highest bidder.

8.  ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Board, Keith McNickle moved and Dave Brass seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried 9-0.  The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
