	1st Parent and school determine if reevaluation is needed.  Must document agreement to not reevaluate.  It is not required when:

a) graduating

b) aging out

c) school and parents agree not to
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	2nd  Provide Prior Written Notice

                  1st Review existing data (without parent consent)

                  2nd Determine what additional data will be needed

                  3rd Write the PWN to reflect the decision in 2
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	3rd  If no additional data is needed, notify parents of that determination and of their right to request assessment
If additional data is needed, get written consent .  Handbook mentions ‘within timeline’ but no timeline is given specifically for reevaluations.

T – individual measures of specific skill or ability, a
very intrusive way of gathering data.  The value

of data obtained must outweigh the cost of 

instructional time lost.  Use when data cannot be
collected through other sources (GRIO)
