	COLLABORATION

      Both special education and general education must be

      involved (Be aware of non reimbursable special education   

      services).
      The use of some Part B (special education) funds may be and
      are expected to be used for:

· Participating in problem-solving activities
· Consultation with other educators
· Collecting and analyzing student data
· Modeling/coaching instructional strategies

· Providing intense, direct instruction/intervention (within the following parameters):
· Not to exceed 18 weeks during the school year

· Documentation of provider’s name, actual minutes, and dates of services available to the auditor upon request
